PATS

Project Against human Trafficking and Sex and gender based violence

UN researches, made among victimes of  THB revealed common element. All of  them say, it would be relevant if someone had given them any information on this issue before they've been trapped into the slavery situation.
It is an established fact that national asylum procedures represent a migration channel that is vulnerable to exploitation by human traffickers as they try to transport their victims »human cargo« to destination countries. This is a problem in countries with arising asylum systems through which, a big number of asylum-seekers »transit« for short periods of time on their way to Western European destinations.    
With those facts in mind, the United Nations High Commissiionar for Refugees (UNHCR), the national counter-human trafficking NGO Assosiation Ključ, Ministry of Foreign affairs,  the Asylum Section of Ministry of Interior of RS and others have joined forces to implement the PATS.

Project of introducing  mechanisms of Recognizing  Traffincking with human beings and mechanisms of Help and Protection for victims of trafficking and/or sex and gender based violence in Asylum procedures in the Republic of Slovenia. 
Project is about informing asylum-seekers*, about trafficking with human beings.

* Those who are treated as more vulnerable- all single women and separated children.
Key elements of the PATS:
· Two specialised KLJUČ staff members work on this project. It is enable if asylum seeker prefers to have conversation with man or with a woman.
·  It has been running since march last year directly in Asylum home.

· When asylum seekers come to the home, as quick as posibble, the info session one-on-one is held in a separated office.
· The conversation in confidential, if the person doesn't want otherwise.

· The translator is provided.
· »The Dictionary« the brochure is given to all of them, who can use it (can read nad understand any of five languages that have been used in the brochure). 

· The goal is to arise awareness nad assist in the process of self-identefication of potential victims, as well as to advise them where they can access assistance in Slovenia and in destination countries in Europe.

· The Dictionary was designed to conceal its true purpose, because its known that traffickers usually take personal things away from victims.

It is ensured that all the victims of THB identified in the asylum procedures who wish can access assistance nad protection (safe house, counselling etc.) by direct contact with the Association KLJUČ.

Slovenia is transit country for most of the victims of THB and it is important to be aware of the fact that this persons have not been exposet to the worst molestation jet and because of that they can not identify themselfs as victims of THB. PATS comes here in action. Those who doesn't realize jet that they are victims leave Slovenia with information about THB nad The Dictionary with written information about how to find protection and help when is needed.
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
